This passage portrayed with much poetic imaginary, is a
hymn to the life giving power of God.

“Our bones are dried up, and our hope is lost, we are clean
cut off” (v.11). This is how the exiles saw their predicament.
All hope was dead in them- They lost hopes of release, or
seeing their native land again, or living once again as a
nation. But in his vision Ezekial sees his people and their
future quite differently. The message he received from God
was that the dry bones would live again. They would become
a united people, like a mighty army. Let us specially notice
the facets of this vision :-

1) God can make even the dry bones live. His breath is
the wind of the spirit of that gives new life.
Therefore, all who are sunk in the slough of sin and
despondency can have hope.

2) Through the Word of God people can receive new
life and strength, “ O dry bones, hear the Word of
the Lord” (v.4).

3) Our world today needs prophets like Ezekial who
will proclaim the Word of God and so quicken
people into life, whether as individuals or as
groups. It is only through his ministry of those who
are prepared to accept God’s message and act on it
that either individuals or society as a whole can be
rejuvenated.

If “ dry bones” cause me depression | am Underestimating
God'’s life-giving power. If we think the things which are
impossible for men are also impossible for God, are we not
guilty of the sin of unbelief?

May the Lord give you the Life giving power.
